We write in reply to your letter of 29 November 2024, received at 11.07am (29 November letter").

Post Office understands your client's wish to fully explain his position to the Inquiry and correct any perceived
misrepresentation of his views in Mr Staunton's evidence. It appreciates that a waiver of Post Office's legal privilege
may assist in this correction being made. However, Post Office, as a matter of operational necessity and to protect its
ability to properly seek and obtain legal advice, has retained privilege (as it is entitled to do) in a number of areas
including advice on criminal matters. Post Office has also made a commitment to treat all witnesses to whom it
provides disclosure fairly and, consequently, it cannot waive privilege selectively.

We confirm that Post Office maintains its assertion of privilege over the section of paragraph 3.1 of POL00448620
outlined in Post Office's email to the Inquiry on 28 November 2024 at 3.18pm. For avoidance of doubt, Henry
Staunton did not have any authority at the material time to waive legal privilege over advice given to Post Office and
Post Office does not consider privilege in this advice to have been waived in his evidence.

Post Office respectfully disagrees with the assertion at paragraph 5 of the 29 November letter that the lifting of the
redaction at paragraph 6.4 has resulted in collateral waiver of the legal advice in paragraph 3.1. Paragraph 6.4 does
not evidence or refer to the content of specific legal advice and therefore on re-review Post Office was content it did
not need to be redacted. The privilege in the legal advice explicitly referenced in paragraph 3.1 remains intact.

Post Office's position is that it remains open to Mr Tidswell to explain his position to the inquiry without referencing the
substance of legal advice provided to Post Office. Mr Tidswell can refer to the fact that the Board received legal
advice without referring to the substance of that legal advice. To assist in preparing his statement, Mr Tidswell can
continue to access an unredacted version of paragraph 3.1 under control number POL-BSFF-WITN-015-0013312 at
page 4.
